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The new run is colder across the East in the 11-15, and a
little warmer across the West.

The latest GFS run has no major changes to the East
through the 6-10 though the West is somewhat warmer.

Weather Headlines 2-5 Day Forecast (Wed 1/19 to Sat 1/22)
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There were no major changes in the latest GFS run
through the 6-10 day period across the eastern half of the
country though the West was somewhat warmer. A strong
push of cold is still anticipated for the end of this week that will
send temperatures below zero across portions of the Midwest,
including perhaps the Chicago area by Friday morning, and
into the single digits across portions of the Northeast. A storm
system still looks to bring widespread light to moderate
snowfall across the central and eastern U.S. in advance of the
cold air later this week as well.

No significant changes were made to the forecast for the 6
10 day period, though the western U.S. was trended a little
warmer. The strong cold that will be in place across the
eastern U.S. this weekend will be moderating during the
course of next week until another round of cold potentially
drops southward at the end of next week. It is possible the
middle of next week could end up warmer than currently
forecast if the timing of cold later next week slows down.

The new GFS run was colder across the eastern half of
the 11-15 day period, with a more intense push of cold during
the early and middle portions of the period. Models have been
in good agreement on bringing additional cold into the eastern
half of the country during the period, but the intensity has
varied. The updated forecast has been trended only slightly
colder across the East as a result (and a little warmer across
the West) but not nearly to the extent of the new run. If the
colder trends continue tomorrow, then the forecast will be
nudged a little colder. However, given the oscillations in the
model runs, odds are fairly good that upcoming runs will back
off on the intensity of the cold, though likely still keep below
normal temperatures in place.
